It also offers day surgeries, orthopedic outpatient clinics and a fracture clinic with walk-in hours. In 
addition, the Frisco campus includes hand, rheumatology and radiology services, as well as sports, 
occupational and physical therapy and more.

Donald E. Katz, Scottish Rite Hospital vice president of Facilities & Process Design, led the project and 
ensured the campus would have resources for the local community to enjoy as well. These features include  
a walking trail, playground and youth (U-11) soccer field.
